CARDBOARD – Cardboard can be accepted if it fits within the recycling cart.

Yard Waste start and end dates may vary depending on the weather.

ALUMINUM AND TIN CANS – Labels may remain on cans.

GLASS BOTTLES and JARS: All colors of glass are accepted.  Please rinse and remove 

lids or caps. Labels may stay on glass. NO BROKEN GLASS!

PLASTIC – Please rinse.  Labels may remain on containers.  Items with #1, #2 and #5 in 

the recycling triangles are acceptable.

PAPER PRODUCTS/PAPERBOARD - This includes newspaper, ad inserts, magazines, 

catalogs, mixed residential mail and paperboard. (Paperboard includes items such as cereal, 

snack and tissue boxes as well as paper grocery bags.)
